In the year 1800, cities were home to just 3% of the world's population. That number now exceeds

50%, and it is still rising. (1)The largest urban centers are called “megacities,” which usually refers to

city centers and their surrounding areas. Megacities have attractive features as well as deep *flaws.

To solve them, city leaders are turning ( 2-a ) technology.

According to the United Nations, a megacity must have a population of at least 10 million people.
There were only two such places in 1950. Since then, the appeal of better jobs, schools, and lifestyles
has drawn millions of people ( 2-b ) the countryside. By 2016, the number of megacities had grown to
31. China was home to six of them. Not ( 3 ), in 2016, two-thirds of the world's new *skyscrapers
were built in China.

Megacities are commercial *powerhouses that make up a large part of their countries' economies.
For instance, London is responsible ( 2-¢ ) 22% of the UK's GDP. When cities form connections
( 2-d ) each other in “*corridors,” they become even stronger. The Osaka-Nagoya-Tokyo corridor is
home to around 60% of Japan’s population and many world- class companies. California's Silicon
Valley, stretching from San Francisco to San Jose, is home to tech giants like Google, Facebook, and
Apple.

With so many people streaming into cities, new problems have emerged. They include increased
air pollution, water shortages, and infrastructure shortcomings. These issues are serious in the slums

* vicious

of the developing world. Income inequality in India, Africa, and South America creates a
cycle that’s hard to break.

Technology is at the forefront of efforts to extend resources to everyone. Soon, driverless electric
cars may reduce air pollution and traffic congestion. When rented on an “as needed” basis, they could
make it easier for people in any neighborhood to reach their jobs. Also, advances in energy production
are allowing buildings to generate their own clean electricity. That reduces pollution, lessens strains
on the power grid, and helps fight global warming.

Another positive tech trend is the Internet of Things. As it expands, more cars, buildings, and
infrastructure systems are generating real-time data. For example, Seoul’s city government monitors
GPS and other sensor data to keep traffic ( 4 ) smoothly. In a state-of-the-art control room,
problems are (5)met quickly and efficiently.

The growth of megacities is a strong trend. Their number may exceed 40 in 2030. By then, nearly
five billion people are expected to live in urban areas. As these places develop, they will surely

present us with new opportunities and challenges.
