It is generally known that if a (Upa&ient is injected with blood that does not match his or her
blood type, it might cause the individual severe problems, even death. But what if there was blood
that could be used for anyone? If it did exist, it would be a medical miracle that could save many lives.

The good news is that Japanese researchers have reported success in developing artificial blood
that can be *transfused into patients regardless of their blood type. The blood was created by
scientists from *the National Defense Medical College, and they tested its effectiveness on ten
rabbits suffering from severe blood loss. After injecting the artificial blood into the rabbits, the
researchers found that six survived without any adverse side effects, such as blood clotting.

As for people, when we actually need a typical blood transfusion, great caution must be exercised.
Critically, the person's blood type must be identified before going ahead with the treatment. This is
why emergency medical technicians and other healthcare workers are prohibited from transfusing

blood in ambulances, (2)which results in a loss of valuable time for patients.

Time is also problematic in terms of storing real blood from donors. For example, *blood
platelets, which stop (3)[bleed], can be stored for only four days. As for red blood cells, which carry
oxygen to body cells, the situation is slightly better as they can be kept for 20 days at low
temperatures.

( 4-a ) contrast, the Japanese team's artificial blood consists ( 4-b ) both platelets and red blood
cells that can be stored ( 4-c ) normal temperatures ( 4-d ) over a year. Moreover, ( 5 ) blood
type 1s not an issue when injured patients receive the artificial blood, they can be treated before
arriving at hospitals in the ambulance or even on the street.

Commenting on this 'medical miracle,' one team member, Manabu Kinoshita, an associate
professor of *immunology at the Medical College said, "It is difficult (6)to stock a sufficient amount of

blood for transfusions in such regions as remote islands," so (7)"The artificial blood will be able to save

the lives of people who otherwise could not be saved."
